What You’ll Learn
In Moraine Park’s Medical Assistant courses, students learn how 
to record medical histories, obtain vital signs, prepare patients for 
examination, collect and prepare laboratory specimens, perform CLIA-
waived laboratory tests, and instruct patients about medications or 
special diets. As graduates, these clinical tasks are performed under 
the supervision of a physician and vary according to state law. Moraine 
Park expects to prepare medical assistants who are competent in the 
cognitive (knowledge), psychomotor (skills), and affective (behavior) 
learning domains to enter the profession.

Transfer Opportunities
Your academic journey can continue at a four-year college or university. 
Earn your associate degree at Moraine Park and then apply those 
credits toward a bachelor’s degree. Starting at MPTC makes completing 
a bachelor’s degree affordable, accessible and convenient.
